Policy 320.3 -- Recognition; Canadian Public Institutions
Effective: September 24, 1999; Issued: October 11, 1999

I. Background:

A. Although the Montana board of regents requires institutions under its purview to maintain accreditation
by the northwest association of schools and colleges, commission on colleges, there is no similar system
of voluntary;regienal accreditation applicable to Canadian colleges, vocational colleges and universities.

B. In Canada, public institutions are granted the right to operate within their respective provinces through
statutes effected by the individual provincial legislatures. In addition, the provincial minister of education
approves the mandate of each institution and the provincial department of education approves the
individual credit programs.
