a. Community colleges are funding differently than traditional MUS 
b. Funding model
i. Three community colleges do not receive 6 mill levy tax, but area has a local tax dollars for funding 
ii. MCA 20-15-310
1. Funding based on formula based on FTE and overall general funds costs
iii. MUS does not have authority of how community colleges receive their money
1. Community colleges are convened under local boards
c. Community colleges are not included in current governor proposal for tuition freezes and long range building plan proposals
